Capt. Rick Grassett’s Fly Fishing Forecast for April 2010

April is one of my favorite months of the year. Baitfish should be plentiful on both deep and shallow
grass flats and predators should be there, too. Reds and trout should spend more time feeding on shallow
flats due to more plentiful bait there. This is also a good month for snook at night in the ICW around lighted
docks and bridge fenders. Spanish and king mackerel and cobia should make an appearance in our area as
they head north. Keep your eyes open for the first tarpon of the season as we head towards the end of the
month.

Snook season remains closed during April due to a special rule enacted by our FWC following the
freeze in January. However, catch and release fishing is allowed. You should use tackle that is heavy
enough to land them quickly and handle them gently. You should find snook staging on shallow flats and
around sand bars as they make their move towards passes. You will also find them around lighted docks and
bridge fenders in the ICW this month. Choose a strong tide for the best action. I like to use small white flies
(#4 hooks), like my Grassett’s Snook Minnow, at night and wider profile flies, such as Deceivers or EP
flies, on the flats. The area from north Sarasota Bay to lower Tampa Bay is hot for snook in April. My fa-
vorite area at night is the ICW from Sarasota to Venice.

Reds should also be more active this month. As finicky as they can be, they usually eat better when
the water is warmer and food is plentiful. I let the height and direction of the tide determine where I’1l look
for them. When the tide is high or rising they will follow the water up onto a flat and feed close to man-
grove shorelines or on top of sand and oyster bars. When the tide is falling they will be in deeper areas such
as potholes or outer edges of flats. I like to use lightly weighted flies in shallow water over grass for reds
from north Sarasota Bay to lower Tampa Bay or in Gasparilla Sound. Cast your fly and leader along seams
where sand and grass meet to find fish. Focus on accuracy rather than long casts when blind casting. Long
casts may spook fish over grass that you can’t see. It is better to start with a short cast and lengthen your
cast with a series of casts. Reds may also eat Gurglers or fly poppers when conditions are right. | like either
a high tide or low light conditions when using poppers.

Trout should be plentiful this month and you’ll find them on both shallow and deep grass flats.
“Gators” may be in skinny water where they’ll blast top water plugs or fly poppers. You’ll probably find
more trout on deep grass flats from 3’ to 7° and still have the chance to catch a big one. I like to drift deep
grass flats and cast flies on intermediate or intermediate sink tip fly lines ahead of my drift to locate trout. |
like flats that have a good tidal flow and good sea grass growth. Sarasota Bay has some great flats, includ-
ing the Middleground, Stephens Point and Whale Key flats that are very good for trout in April.

The first tarpon of the season should show up during April. You’ll find them cruising shadow lines
at night around bridges and rolling on deep grass flats. They will also stage in certain areas as resident fish
make their way out of rivers and creeks where they spend winters. Sarasota Bay flats and bridges that are
close to passes, the mouth of the Manatee River and Tampa Bay are areas to look for tarpon in April. You’ll
also find them rolling or “laid up” on deep grass flats and in backcountry areas of Gasparilla Sound and
Bull and Turtle Bays. These early season fish often respond to a well placed fly, such as a Toad, Deceiver
or bunny fly, since they haven’t been bothered for quite a while.

You might also find pompano, blues, Spanish mackerel, jacks and ladyfish on deep grass flats of
Sarasota Bay. When toothy fish are plentiful you’ll need to use wire or heavy fluorocarbon. I prefer heavy
fluorocarbon because it is less visible than wire and you should get more bites. However, larger fish may
require wire to prevent bite offs. Techniques and areas would be the same as for trout, although you may
also find pompano, Spanish mackerel and blues in passes or the coastal gulf. When fishing passes, | use
weighted flies on fast sinking fly lines (300 or 350 grain).

Spanish and king mackerel, blues, cobia, tripletail and little tunny may be found in the coastal
gulf this month. Look for bird activity or “breaking” fish to find everything except cobia and tripletail.
Usually fish feeding on the surface are moving very fast, so watch which way the birds are moving and
set up ahead of them. You want to be where they are going rather than where they have already been.
Work around the edges of the school and avoid getting too close to them with your boat which will put
them down. Cast fly poppers and weighted flies to them once you are in the right position. You’ll need an
8 or 9-weight fly rod with a floating line for poppers and Crease flies or an intermediate/intermediate sink
tip fly line for weighted flies such as Clousers.

In the absence of surface activity, check out one of the many artificial reefs in the coastal gulf off
Sarasota. | like to drift over the structure and cast flies on fast sinking fly lines to find fish that are lower
in the water column. A bottom machine with good resolution will also help you find structure, bait and
predators. Cobia may be found over structure or free swimming on the surface around crab trap floats or
buoys. Cobia will require a 9-weight or heavier fly rod. Any fly that will work for tarpon will also work
for cobia. You might also find tripletail on the surface around crab trap floats or buoys. 8 or 9-weight fly
tackle with a floating or sink tip fly line and a shrimp or baitfish fly pattern will work well for tripletail.

This is one of my favorite months, both shallow and deep flats are alive with activity and migra-
tory predators will be plentiful as they pass through our area heading north. I like to check out the coastal
gulf when conditions are good, although this is a great time for reds, snook and trout on the flats. What-
ever you choose to do, remember to always limit your Kill, don’t kill your limit!

CASTING TIPS

1. Practice Makes Perfect.

The single most important factor in learning to cast or improving your casting is practice. You simply cannot buy skill, it comes
only with time and effort on your part, but, surprisingly not a lot of either is required to become proficient with a fly rod. Its im-
portant to practice correctly.

If you practice wrong, as Gary Borger once said, it will just make you perfectly wrong. If you don't know how to make a good
cast, get some solid instruction, from someone who is a good instructor. The Federation of Fly Fishers Certified or Master Cast-
ing Instructors in your area can provide the help you need. After you know how to practice correctly rig up a rod, line, leader and
yarn fly and use it on the grass to practice accuracy and if you have room, distance as well. Keeping the outfit rigged up and
hanging in the garage or house will make it easy to grab it and practice a few minutes each day. If you practice ten to twenty min-
utes a day, three or so times a week you will be amazed at the improvement you'll see.

2. Dealing with Wind into the Casting Side

A cool breeze can be a welcome relief from the heat, but, annoying winds can limit a fly casters accuracy and distance and can
cause injury. Winds into your casting side are most annoying and dangerous since the fly(s) can be blown into you on the back
cast or forward cast.

Below are a few effective casting techniques to deal with that annoying wind into your casting side:

a. Cast sidearm, horizontally in both directions can keep the line and flies out to the side, low to the water, a rod's length away.
b. Make a low sidearm backcast then swing the rod tip around to come forward over the downwind shoulder ...a Belgian Cast.
c. Turn away from your target to make a cast opposite the target, then, while the line unrolls, quickly turn toface your target for
the forward stroke ..the Galway Cast.

d. Cast over the downwind shoulder in both directions.

e. Turn away from your target to make a cast opposite

your target, then present the fly on the backcast.

f. Learn to cast with the opposite hand.

Keep these techniques in mind, maybe one or more will

be useful when that nice breeze turns nasty.

Fly Of The Month

Nite-Brite Deceiver

This is a simple and small calf tail deceiver. | used this fly for years under the lights for snook down
towards Albee Road. Larger than the typical bay anchovy patterns, it represents smaller sand perch
you find in the spring season. 1 tie it with and without lead wire along the shank of the hook in order to
cover a range of depths. 1 also tie it in several colors, backed with gray, chartreuse, and baby blue. It
also works well for trout above deep grass in the spring.

My instructions will demonstrate the baby blue pattern.

Materials:

Hook: Mustad 34007 #4

Thread: Flymaster + 3/0 in white

Body: White Calf Tail (Kip tail), black Krystal Flash (lateral line)
Wing (or back): Baby Blue Calf Tail, Blue Pearl Lite Bright
Throat: Red Rabbit Fur

Misc: Dave’s Fleximent, Painted Eyes (black and white)

Start with the hook in the vice point down. Thread back from the eye of the hook to where the
hook begins to bend downwards. Tie in a small amount of white calf tail along the top of the
hook extending back as the tail. Glue along the length of the hook shank. The tail should be at
least one and half time the length of the hook. Now, flip the hook in the vice. The thread
should be close to the eye. Tie in a larger amount of white calf tail along the underside of the
hook. This hair should extend from the hook eye to the middle of the tails’ length. Glue this up
around the eye.

Flip the hook back upright again. All of the white hair just tied in should be below the hook shank
(about). Take one or two strand of black Krystal Flash and tie it in on either side of the hook’s
shank. Now tie in on top a small amount of baby blue calf tail (about half as much as the white
on the bottom). Glue it again.

Now the trick part. Take the package of Lite Brite out and tease out a strand about as large as a
piece of white string. As you tease it out, twist it into a string of material. | roll it out on top of
my thigh. Once you have a continuous strand, cut off a piece about twice the length of the fly.
Fold that strand across the thread and tie it in on top of the blue calf tail. Flip the hook again
and tie in a very small tuft of red rabbit hair ahead of the white calf tail as the gill. Glue one
final time.



RANDOM THOUGHTS FROM THE TYING BENCH
By C.W. “Don” Coleman, Chief Curmudgeon

A BUCKTAIL DECEIVER — This fly, with its mid-shank collar, has a more realistic baitfish
shape than similar flies. It is easy to tie, easy to cast, and uses inexpensive materials.
With the tips of the bucktail ending all along the fly, it appears more alive and is practically
non-fouling.

Use a #2 or #1 standard length saltwater hook. Attach a sparse bunch of white bucktail on
top of the shank at the bend. Make the fly 3 or 3 % inches long (for larger flies use long
shank hooks). Add silver Krystal Flash to the tail. Then, form a sparse, white bucktail collar
surrounding the hook at the middle of the shank. Keep the tips of the mid-shank collar
shorter than the tail. Then, using sparse bunches of bucktail, form a regular deceiver type
collar behind the hook eye (one bunch of white bucktail on each side of the hook and a
gray bucktail top wing). Let the tips of the deceiver collar extend well beyond the bend of
the hook. If you think it necessary, you can add a red flashabou throat and goop on mylar
eyes. Or, simply wrap the head with black thread and whip finish to imitate an eye.

LINE WEIGHTS — Spinning rods are rated to handle a range of weights, while fly rods
have only one weight line indicated on the blank. Why? If you are using a light fly rod the
line recommended is usually that which will properly load the rod with 30 feet of line out-
side the rod tip. Now many saltwater rods are being designed to properly load the rod with
40 or more feet of line outside the rod tip. Every extra 5 feet of line carried in the air is
roughly the equivalent of one heavier line weight. And every 5 feet less is roughly equiva-
lent to one lighter line weight.

If you are consistently casting less distance than your rod was designed for, you should
probably overline your rod at least one line weight to allow the rod to load properly. Con-
versely, if you are consistently making long casts you might consider underlining your rod
because you will usually carry more line in the air. To make it more confusing, if you are
casting heavy, bulky flies a heavier line will carry more momentum and make your casting
easier. Furthermore, it all depends on your casting ability. If you have fast hands with a
very short and fast speed up and stop, you may be best served by underlining your rod. A
beginning fly caster, or one who prefers not to develop high line speed, will usually feel
more comfortable with an overlined rod. Stop thinking within the lines laid down by oth-
ers—even the manufacturer. Try different line weights to see which works best for you and
your rod.
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LEADERS — When fishing streamer flies the primary purpose of a leader is to lead the fly.
Invisibility is not normally a concern because fish tend to ignore all leaders and hooks

when they are | ooking at “food.” Too | ight or
will not allow the fly to be led by the leader. Too heavy a leader will overpower the fly and

hinder sinking. Leaders that are too heavy or too light are a handicap to presentation—the

fly will not act or swim right.



The Kayak Korner

When it comes to kayaks, you have a three choices: to paddle, to pedal or to use an electric trolling motor.

What’s best for you?

If you’re a traditionalist, then all you’ll need is a paddle to slip around the backcountry, looking for fish.

Paddles and kayaks go together like Tweety and Sylvester, ham and eggs, Laurel and Hardy, Lewis and Marin.

It’s a most natural marriage.

As mentioned in a previous article, your paddle should be your second costliest investment. Your kayak
(obviously) should be your top investment. With that in mind, you won’t want to skimp on your paddle. It’s with you
all day and does a bulk of the work.

When it comes to paddles, remember: Cheap equals heavy. And heavy equals tired arms and a miserable ex-
perience. In addition, the blades on cheap paddles usually cannot be “feathered” (offset) to counter the effect of a head
wind. When you feather the blades on a light, strong paddle, they will slice through the air horizontally and easily.

A good paddle can be a friend forever. Only extreme abuse will result in enough damage to warrant purchasing
a new one.

Price tag on a good paddle will run from $150 to $400.

Pedal kayaks have become very popular in recent years. There are many positives. They’re propelled via leg
power. Most peoples’ legs are stronger and have more endurance than their arms. So, you can cover more distance with
less effort that you might be able to with your paddle.

Pedaling allows for “hands-free” fishing. Well, for the most part, it does. However, realize that’s more of a
marketing ploy than anything else. Any good paddler will tell you he or she can fish and adjust the kayak’s position
without having to let go of the rod and reel. But that’s a maneuver that’s learned through experience.

For fly fishing, the pedal mechanism can get in the way when it comes to your fly line. And remember the old
law: The fly line will tangle on anything it can.

Hobie manufactures the most popular paddle craft. It features “wings” that move from side to side when the
pedals are turned. The mechanism reportedly works well. There is no reverse of which I’m aware.

I am sponsored by Native Watercraft. Their “Propel” version of their popular Ultimate features a regular pro-
peller that can be reversed. That is important when fishing docks and under mangroves when you hook a large snook or
redfish. You can simply pedal backwards to prevent the fish from pulling you under the structure and to pull the fish out
of the same.

Some manufacturers make kayaks that are moved via electric trolling motor. Kinda slick when you think about
it. You can cover vast amounts of water in a shorter period of time. Certainly no cardio-vascular advantage here.

A kayak with an electric motor might be perfect for someone with minor health problems, however.

But I think I’d just go ahead and get a flats skiff with an outboard motor.

Remember, I’'m a purist.
