Steve Gibson bio:

Southern Drawl Kayak Fishing was established by Steve Gibson, one of the most experienced anglers in southwest
Florida.

Gibson has been fishing for 45 years and nearly 35 of those years in Florida.

He received his B.A. in Journalism from Marshall University in Huntington, WV in 1971. Following his gradua-
tion, Gibson e enlisted in the Air Force and served four years. He was an information specialist for the Consolidated Tac-
tical Air Command Office of Information at Eglin Air Force Base near Valparaiso, FL. He spent his last two years as the
historian of the 33rd Tactical Fighter Wing at Eglin.

He also served as host of Fishing Paradise on Sarasota's SNN6 and was host of Suncoast Outdoors on a local radio
station.

In addition, Gibson hosteds a two-day seminar series at Robarts Arena in Sarasota , called "Go Fish! Fishing Ex-
travaganza."

He is co-tournament director of the Sarasota Chapter of the Coastal Conservation Association's Fall Fly Fishing
Challenge.

An avid angler, Gibson has won many tournaments inacluding the Fly Fishing Division of the Sarasota Sports Fish-
ing Anglers All-Release Tarpon Tournament, the Fly Fishing Division of the Sarasota Sports Fishing Anglers Spring
Classic, Sarasota CCA All-Release Photo Challenge (snook division and spotted seatrout division), Sarasota CCA Fall
Fly Fishing Classic (trout division), Fly Fishing Division of the Venice/Englewood CCA No Motor Tournament and he
took first place in the Orvis Dealers Fly Fishing School Tournament in Islamorada with a 14-pound bonefish.

He is the creator of the famous Myakka Minnow, a deadly fly in fresh and salt water.

Gibson resides in Sarasota with his wife, Kathy, their daughter, Morgan, and their Jack Russell Terrier, Jack.




Capt. Rick Grassett’s Fly Fishing Forecast for December 2009

Snook season closes this month, however catch and release fishing can be good if it isn’t too cold. Trout season remains
closed in December in the south region but you might find them in potholes or around creek mouths. Reds should feed on shallow
flats on sunny afternoons this month. There should also be plenty of action in the coastal gulf, particularly early in the month. Look
for king and Spanish mackerel, little tunny, bluefish and tripletail close to the beach.

Snook season closes this month on the west coast of Florida. You might find snook on shallow flats on warm, sunny after-
noons in December. When it gets cold, they’ll move into rivers, creeks and canals to find warmer water. A Clouser or my Grassett’s
Flats Minnow fly fished slowly near the bottom can be effective when snook are in those areas. Night snook fishing in the ICW can
be very good this month. Choose peak tidal flows for the best action. Small white flies, like my Grassett’s Snook Minnow or Skitter-
bugs, will work well. 1 like the flats of north Sarasota Bay, lower Tampa Bay and Gasparilla Sound for snook in December. The ICW
from Sarasota to Venice is one of my favorite areas to fish for snook at night.

Trout season also remains closed this month in the south region (see FWC regulations at www.myfwc.com for details). As
the water cools, you’ll find trout in potholes and along drop offs. The edges of sand bars and flats are good areas to find trout in cool
weather. | like to fish weighted flies on floating or sink tip fly lines, depending on the depth of water | am fishing. When drifting
deep grass flats, cast ahead of your drift with flies to locate fish. Concentrate on drop offs and holes when the tide is low or following
a cold front.

Reds are one of the heartiest species that we have, but even they can be affected by drastic changes in temperature. When the
tide is low, you’ll find them in potholes and along sand bars. They will move onto shallow flats to feed after the sun warms the flats
in the afternoon. Although extreme low tides in the winter can make it tough to get from spot to spot, it will concentrate fish and
make them easier to find. Instead of fishing 100% of the water to find fish, you might only need to fish 50% or 60%. This is also a
great time of year to wade and sight fish for reds. I like to target reds beginning at a negative low tide when they are most likely to be
in potholes and along sand bars. As the tide rises, they will move onto shallow flats and sand bars to feed where you may be able to
sight fish them. Cast weighted flies to locate them or sight fish with black crab fly patterns.

Reds may tail on shallow flats of Gasparilla Sound when the tide is low. Although they are feeding when they are tailing,
they can still be very challenging. Use a fly with a weed guard, like my Grassett’s Flats Minnow, so you can let it sink in thick grass.
When reds are tailing cast your fly close to their head. When their tail disappears and the fish is horizontal and searching for food
again, give your fly a slight twitch. Don’t move it much, just enough to get their attention and be ready for a big bite! I like flats of
north Sarasota Bay, lower Tampa Bay and Gasparilla Sound for reds and trout in December. Little Sarasota Bay between Sarasota
and Osprey is also a good winter area for reds, trout and snook.

You should find more variety and fish that are easier to catch on deep grass flats. In addition to trout, you may also find
blues, Spanish mackerel, pompano, flounder, jacks and ladyfish. | like to drift and cast ahead of my drift with a weighted fly on
an intermediate sink tip fly line. Make a series of drifts to locate fish and then shorten your drift to zero in on them.

Fishing the coastal gulf can also be good in December, particularly early in the month. On calm days, | like to run the beach
looking for little tunny, blues, Spanish mackerel and tripletail. You may find tripletail on crab trap floats, around buoys or float-
ing debris. A plastic shrimp or a fly that suspends or sinks slowly presented across the nose of a tripletail may result in a hook up. |
like to run along a line of crab trap floats until I spot a tripletail. I’ll then approach the fish with an electric trolling motor into the
wind, so | can maintain control of the boat. If | approach from upwind, the wind may push me on top of the fish and spook them.
Look for surface activity to find blues, mackerel or little tunny. Once you’ve located them, cast baitfish fly patterns, such as Clousers
or Enrico Puglisi flies, Crease flies or fly poppers. I’ve found some big feeding frenzies during December along the beaches. De-
pending on weather, you might even find tarpon in the fray.

Fishing can be good in December, particularly early in the month. Weather will be more of a factor, so choose your fishing
days when you are able to. Fish ahead of an approaching front or fish sunny afternoons following a front for the best action. When
it’s calm, take a look in the coastal gulf. You may find something really good going on! Whatever you choose to do, remember to
always limit your kill, don’t kill your limit!

Fly Of The Month

Bay Whistler

I hate tying Seaducers. They never turn out. The back end is easy enough, but the collar is too short, too coarse, or
doesn’t look quite right. And then, try and find the correct collar feathers. Finally you get a fairly good looking one. You
put it in your fly box. You open the box later, and it’s mashed beyond recognition...

Seaducers are great for fishing slowly. The best part is if you see/feel a short strike—just stop striping. The fly sus-
pends in the water.

The whistler started as a tarpon fly. It was a full tyed seaducer with a bead chain eye. The name came from the sound
the large bead chain eye made when it was cast. It was made to suspend in the water. It was also made to push water so
the fish could feel the fly if the visibility was poor.

The Bay Whistler is a variation on both the whistler and the seaducer. It has a synthetic (durable) collar material and
mini lead eyes. It can be fished quickly, or dragged along the bottom. It doesn’t quite suspend, but it sinks slowly and
horizontally like a true seaducer. It’s quick to tye, and uses easily acquired materials.

HOOK: Mustad 34007 size #2 or #4

EYES: Mini (4/32) lead eyes

THREAD: Flymaster 6/0 in chartreuse or white

TAIL: two matched pairs of chartreuse grizzly or white neck feathers, splayed
FLASH: chartreuse or opal Flashabou Mirage Accent

BODY: chartreuse, white, or light dun Body Fur

COLLAR: Red Fleximent, Loon water base Hard Head Finish

With the hook point down in the vice, thread back from the hook eye to the beginning of the bend in the hook. Tye in
the two sets of splayed neck feathers on the top of the hook. Tye in three to six strands of Flashabou outside the
feathers. Glue with Fleximent.

Tye in the Body Fur just in front of the feathers. Make sure that the Body Fur is oriented towards the rear of the hook.
Begin palmering the material forward taking care not to cross over the previous wraps. Use caution not to twist the
belt of Body Fur as you go, it will get unrulely. | stroke the material towards the back as I palmer it. About four to
five wraps will do the trick. Thread wrap the material down to the hook in front and trim off the excess. Glue with
Fleximent.

Tye in the mini lead eyes on the top of the hook shank. Thread forward to the hook eye and whip finish. Soak the
thread wraps and the lead eyes with Fleximent.

Tye the metallic red thread in just behind the lead eyes. Whip finish, and reglue with Fleximent.

Allow to dry, and then apply a coat of Hard Head Fly Finish—it looks just like epoxy without turning it.
