The Clousar Deep Minnow
by Rick Davidson

All of the flies you tie generally will catch fish. There are a few though that actually catch more than their fair <
of fish. The ficlousar minnowo is one of these f1
in saltwater that did not have a selection of the;
developed as a fresh water fly and used for fishing for small mouthed bass on the Susquehanna River in Penns
The fly was developed by Bob Clousar. Hook sizes and styles will vary from angler to angler. Try different
combinations also. The basic colors for the clousar are white and green.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR TYING:

1. About onethird of the way back from the eye, attach the painted eyes. Secure them with cross wraps. Ad
two of lacquer or crazy glue over the wraps is recommended.

Attach bucktail in front of the eyes. Bring thread to the rear of the eyes, pull bucktail back then secure
Wrap bucktail to about twahirds of shank length to keep hair from wrapping around shank or tangling. Br
thread forward, ahead of eyes.

3. Now, turn hook over in vise and add tinsel, normally a mixture of crystal flash and flashabou. Tie down in
of eyes only, for greater freedom of movement.

4. Add top wing of contrasting or matching color bucktail. As with flash, fasten only ahead of the eyes and
slightly upward for better action. Top wing should have about twice as many fibers as bottom and be sl
longer. Whip finish and lacquer or epoxy.

5. Your clousar deep minnow is finished. Good luck and tight lines to all of you.
