Capt. Rick Grassett’s Fly Fishing Forecast for January 2010

Look for reds and big trout in skinny water on warm, sunny afternoons this month. You should find snook in creeks, canals
and around docks and bridges in the ICW, although the season remains closed on the west coast of Florida. Deep grass flats should
have the most variety and action. Sheepshead will be plentiful around docks, bridges and around oyster bars. They can be tough
with flies, but are a possibility when conditions are right. You might also find little tunny, blues or tripletail in the coastal gulf when
conditions are calm, especially if there is a warm spell.

Snook fishing should be best in the ICW from Sarasota to Venice at night or in creeks and canals during the day. Tidal flow
is important, so fish peak tidal flows for the best action. Snook may gorge themselves on glass minnows around lighted docks at
night. I like to fly fish for snook at night with small white flies, like my Grassett’s Snook Minnow, unless the water gets too cold
(usually below 60 degrees for a few days). You might also find them feeding on small shrimp, when Skitterbugs (a version of a
Gurgler) will work well. When fishing creeks or canals during the day, | usually use wider profile flies, such as Deceivers or Enrico
Puglisi flies due to larger baitfish found there. Creek mouths, bends and docks are prime areas to find snook in creeks and canals.
Handle them gently and use tackle heavy enough to land them quickly, so they won’t be overly stressed.

Reds should be in potholes or along sand bars on negative low tides from Jan. 12-19 (new moon) and Jan. 26-Feb. 2 (full
moon). You might also find them tailing on shallow grass flats of Gasparilla Sound or north Sarasota Bay. | like long leaders (12°)
and lightly weighted flies with weed guards (like my Grassett’s Flats Minnow) when fly fishing for tailing reds. When fishing pot-
holes, | like a little heavier fly with lead eyes. As the tide rises, reds will move higher up onto flats and along mangrove shorelines.
Look for mullet schools and you may find reds following them. You may be able to sight fish them on light colored bottom on top
of sand bars.

You should find “gator trout” in the same areas as reds, particularly in potholes on negative low tides and they’ll eat the
same flies as reds. Look for trout mixed with blues, pompano, jacks and ladyfish on deep grass flats. Drift the flats and cast
ahead of your drift with a weighted fly on an intermediate or intermediate sink tip fly line. I use Ultra Hair Clousers tied “tarpon
style” on long shank hooks when fishing areas, such as deep grass flats or the coastal gulf, where toothy and rough mouth fish are
found. Look for baitfish being pushed out of the water or birds working to find fish on deep grass flats. You might find flounder on
the edges of sand bars, in potholes or on deep grass flats with a good mixture of sand and grass.

When sea conditions are calm in the coastal gulf, I like to take a look to see what’s happening. You might find tripletail on
crab trap buoys or little tunny, Spanish mackerel or blues “breaking” on the surface. Look for terns hovering just above the sur-
face, bait being forced out of the water or predators skyrocketing through bait to find them. If there isn’t any surface activity, you
might try drifting over one of the many artificial reefs in the coastal gulf and casting weighted flies on fast sinking fly lines. Peli-
cans rafted up on the surface may indicate baitfish or predators below. Tripletail like a pattern of southeast wind the best and find-
ing little tunny, blues or mackerel will be dependent on weather, water temperature and availability of baitfish.

I like to sight fish for reds in potholes or tailing on shallow grass flats when possible, although sometimes the best action
will be on deep grass flats. If it is warm, you may find lots of different options in the coastal gulf. Whatever, you choose to do,
remember to always limit your kill, don’t kill your limit!

Kayak fishing may seem like a fairly new endeavor, but it has been around for the last 4,000 years.
The first kayak anglers covered the driftwood frames of their boats with animal skins that they sewed together. Of course, we ’re talk-
ing about those in the arctic region of the world.

Those early kayaks are not what we see today on the water. Today’s kayaks are fishing machines. They’re designed by anglers for
anglers.

The sport in this country traces its roots to California where Tim Nemier of Malibu began making kayaks designed to fish the Pacific
Ocean. It took a while, but the sport caught on a

In the north, they use kayaks to fish lakes for pike, musky, bass and bluegill. Some launch them in streams and fish for trout. Mid-
western salmon anglers have discovered they work great on such rivers as the Pere Marquette, Manistee and Au Sable.

Kayaks are great for paddling into the remote areas of Canada. They’re evident in the South, East and West. Kayak anglers have
caught black marlin, striped marlin and other billfish from their plastic vessels. Dolphin and tuna are common catches.

In Florida, some anglers launch their kayaks off Atlantic beaches and can be fishing the Gulf Stream in no time at all, targeting sail-
fish, dolphin and other finny denizens.

On the west coast, anglers do battle with giant tarpon. Or they paddle into the remote backcountry where motorized skiffs can’t ma-
neuver. Kayaks are great for simple bay fishing.

The beauty of a kayak is that you can fish whenever you want, for whatever you want, for as long as you want and in any style you
want. You don’t need to rely on anyone else for help. You can arrive when you want and leave when you want. It’s great if your fish-
ing buddy has a kayak. But you can go alone.

When you become a kayak owner, you’re always on the lookout for launching spots. All that’s required is a place to launch and a
parking spot.

After a fun day on the water, you don’t have to stop at a gas station on the way home. And if you fish in salt water, all you have to do
is hose off your kayak and your tackle. It’s a pretty maintenance-free endeavor.

It’s also pretty cheap to get into kayak fishing. You’ll find kayaks from $300 to $2,000 or more. Kayaks are made out of roto-molded
plastic, fiberglass, Kevlar and other composites.

You won’t find many used kayaks on the market. Once you buy a kayak, you’re hooked. And the last thing you want to do is get rid
of it — unless to get a better boat to suit your needs.

I’'m catching fish like never before. I’d like to think that has something to do with my angling prowess. However, I know it’s because
of the kayak. The vessel gives me a stealthiness unmatched by motorized watercraft. If the fish you’re seeking don’t know you’re
there, you stand a pretty darn good chance of hooking them.

One negative is that you’re not going to venture very far in your kayak. If the fish aren’t cooperating, you don’t have the luxury of
cranking up the outboard and heading to a promising spot 10 miles away.

Once you launch, you’re pretty much restricted to that area for the entire outing.

But most kayak anglers have turned that negative into a positive by getting to know every square inch of the waters they fish. They
know where the fish will be at any particular time.

When I’'m fly fishing saltwater, I usually carry two rods: a 6-weight with a sinktip line and an 8-weight with a floating line. | also
carry about every fly known to man, but I’ve found that I use only three or four flies on the average outing.

For freshwater fishing, I like to carry a 1-weight, 3-weight and 6-weight. Sometimes I’ll also tote along a 4- or 5-weight

My essential equipment consists of life vest, whistle, a milk crate with rod holders that I sit behind my seat, Boga Grip, knife, pliers,
dehooker, anchor, push pole and paddle. If | get on the water before the sun rises or at night, | carry along a light that can be seen for
360 degrees.

Don’t forget water, snacks and sunscreen. Wading boots also are a good invest-
ment. Your feet are going to get wet when you get in and out of your kayak.

When I first started fishing from a kayak, I figured I’d use the boat to get me to and

from the kayak. You’re much more stealthy in the kayak than you are when you’re
wading.

I paddle a Native Watercraft Ultimate 14.5. It’s fairly fast and tracks extremely straight. In addition, it’s so sta-
ble that I can stand up in it and fish. If you can stand in your kayak, you have a distinct advantage over those
who can’t. Your elevated position allows you to see fish that others miss.

The sport also knows no age. I’ve had anglers in their 80s out for all-day trips.
And one of the positive sidenotes is that it’s great exercise. Your spouse will
love it that you’re participating in such a great cardio-vascular endeavor.
You’ll wake up early, enjoy some of the most beautiful sunrises, catch fish,
get in a good workout and sleep great.

TAMPA BAY CLOUSER

This fly really will turn the redfish on. 1t"s the classic
"DOWN AND BROWN” (Olive) most of wus wuse on red
flashabou just clenches 1t. One drawback however is the surviv-
ability of the fly isn"t as good as a normal Clouser Minnow.

HOCK: Mustad 34007 #2 or #4

THREAD: Olive or Brown Flymaster Plus

EYES: Brass 5/32 or 3/16"

WING: Olive or Dark Brown Bucktail, Gold Flashabou, Peacock herl
MISC: Dave®s Fleximent

Lock the hook in the vice, point down. Tie in the thread and
overwrap the shank back to where hanging it would touch the hook
point. Thread half way back to the hook eye and tie iIn the brass
eyes. Glue. Thread forward and tie in a clump of bucktail first
ahead then behind the eyes. Be sure to wrap the bucktail all the
way back to the hook point as it reduces the chance of i1t fouling
later. Thread forward to the hook eye. Flip the hook iIn the
vice, point up. Tie in about 15-20 strands of gold flasabou just
foreword ,of the eyes. This may seem 1 like too much, but it isn"t
on this fly. Next, tie in 20 strands of peacock hurl foreword of

the eye. Build the head, whip finish, trim an
dry, coat the head with epoxy with a small amount of gold glitter
mixed in. If not, coat the head with Loon Hard Head (water base).

LEFTY’S FIVE PRINCIPLES

1. The rod is a long lever; the further you move the rod during the cast, the more it (the rod) helps
you make the cast.

You must get the end of the line moving before you make either the backcast or the

forward cast.

3. The line (always) goes in the direction that you speed up and stop at the end of the cast.

4. The distance you speed up and stop at the end of the cast determines the loop size on both the back
and forward casts. The faster (quicker) you speed up and stop, the further the line will go.

For longer casts, the backstroke should be a side arm cast that travels back in an upward angle

RANDOM THOUGHTS FROM THE TYING BENCH
By C. W. i Do rChief Cusniuggeoa n ,

POLARIZED LIGHT-- Scientific studies have proved that fish can see polarized lightd a particular characteris-
tic of Ultra Violet light which humans cannot see. Nearly all insects, zooplankton, crustaceans, and baiffish
reflect polarized light. Many marine species use this ability to navigate and detect prey. The amount of polar-
ized light refracted into the water is greatest when the sun is about 30 degrees above the horizon. When po-
larized light is reflected by baitfish or crustaceans it causes them to become luminous and more easily seen
and identified as food by predator fish. Incorporating materials that can reflect polarized light in our flies may
be as important as behavior, size, and shape to our success as fly fishers. Thomas J. Sholseth, in his new
book How Fish Work, shows us how to determine which fly tying materials are capable of reflecting polarized
light.

Tape a linear polarizing filter (from a camera shop) over a flashlight lens. Wear your polarized sun glasses (a
must) and go into a dark room with the materials to be tested. Wait until your eyes become adjusted to the
dark. Then shine the flashlight on the material to bel tes
upo at 90 degree positions. I f reflectivity remains tlhe s
ized light. There are not many materials suitable for fly tying that can reflect polarized light. Peacock Herl and
Polar Bear Hair are two materials that do. Saddle Hackles, Bucktail, and most Mylar flash materials do not.
Unfortunately, polar bear hair is illegal in the U.S. and when it can be obtained from Canada is very expen-
sive. Fortunately, Peacock Herl is readily available and makes an excellent topping on baithsh imitations.
Look at the success of Leigh Westds Green and Gol d.
