BASS AND BLUEGILLS i Even dedicated saltwater fly fishers can enjoy an occasional trip for bluegillsd and always
hope that a nice bass will hit. William G. T 8agspBuyFishirgpo n
told of receiving a fly from Art Scheck that proved unusually successful for both bass and bluegills. Tapply named the fly
the IN-BETWEENER. It was an all-black fly constructed with all synthetic materials, tied on a #6 long shank streamer
hook. Jim Swan of Dade City, FL has always maintained that even bluegills can be caught on large flies. | even caught an
8 inch bluegill on a ¥ ounce spinner bait while casting for bass in Walsingham Reservoir. That bluegill took the large

trip. Tapply claims mixed catches of bluegills, bass and crappies with this fly.

| tie the fly on a #6 Mustad 34011 long shank hook using Fly Master Plus or Flat Waxed Nylon thread. Attach a tail of syn-
thetic Super Hair with 6 to 8 strands of Krystal Flash over the top of the Super Hair. Then attach 3 rubber legs with square
knots evenly spaced up the hook shank. A body of Estaz is then wrapped up the shank--between the legsd to the head of
the fly. A shell back of 1/8 inch closed cell foam (or a double layer of craft shop foam) is tied in at the bend of the hook
with a short, rounded length extending over the tail. The foam is then pulled forward over the eye and tied down behind
the hook eye. Then the remaining foam is rolled back and tied down behind the hook eye and trimmed off. Of course an
all-white fly would probably work as well. But all-black is the way the fly was designed.

Fly Of The Month

The D.T. Special

The D.T. Special is one of the most versatile flies ever and should be an integral part of every fly fisher's arsasab lis &nd,
most importantly very productive. I've caught a variety of fish on it: spotted seatrout, redfish, snook, jack crevaite timghyfn,
kingfish, Spanish mackerel, little tunny and dolphin. Just tie it on a hook to match the rod you're using.

Hook: Mustad 34007 or hook of choice
Thread: white monochord

Tail: Four white neck hackles (not splayed)
Flash: A few stands of pearl Flashabout
Collar: One palmered white neck hackle

Eyes: 3D Prismatic Stiekn eyes covered with Devcon Twi@n Epoxy.

Steps:

1. Tie four white neck hackles at rear of hook and add sparse flash.

2. Palmer one white neck hackle and lay back.

4. Coat with Devcon Twd on Epoxy and rotate until dry.
5. Hold on to rod.

Tarpon will take center stage during June as they migrate along our beaches. You might also find cobia, idpligteittanny
in the coastal gulf this month. Reds and trout will feed on shallow flats, particularly early in the day when it is éeshadhi cruise
the surf.

Tarpon

We are fortunate to have some of the best tarpon fishing to be found, right in our own backyard. When tarpon fishing is men-
tioned, world famous Boca Grande, is the first place that many people think of. However, we are getting shots at mamjgrbtoeg
fish before they reach that area under much better fishing conditions (less crowded conditions and a steady flow ofistiyratamg
pon schools will be migrating both north and south along our beaches, heading to areas in Charlotte Harbor and Tampati#gy wher
will gather and rest before heading offshore to spawn.
