Capt. Rick Grassett’s Fly Fishing Forecast for June 2010 

  

            Tarpon will be in the spotlight this month as they make their annual migration along our beaches. If 

battling a 100-lb fish isn‟t for you, there will still be plenty of action in bays for reds, trout and more. Snook 

will be found in the surf, passes and ICW. There may also still be some migratory species, such as cobia 

and Spanish or king mackerel, around in the coastal gulf. 

            Tarpon will be migrating along our beaches heading both north and south depending on their desti-

nation. I like to be in the gulf before dawn to have a chance at a laid up school of tarpon at first light in the 

morning. Tarpon will travel in a lane from a few hundred feet to few hundred yards off the beach, so I run 

well offshore when traveling to my chosen spot. Wait quietly to intercept them and avoid running an out-

board within a couple of hundred yards of tarpon schools. I even use my electric trolling motors sparingly 

especially when fish are close to me. I use a push pole whenever possible since tarpon are spookier in shal-

low water. 

             Fly anglers will do well fishing shallow water, which makes it easier to get a fly in front of them. I 

use an intermediate sink tip fly line on a 12-wt rod and a variety of baitfish and crab fly patterns in water 

from 3‟ to 7‟ or 8‟ deep. Tarpon Toads, Tarpon Bunnies, EP flies or simply a big, black Deceiver will all 

work well. I do best with dark color combinations such as black/ purple or black/red. In deeper water, a full 

intermediate sinking line will get your fly deeper but it makes it harder to get off a quick second cast. 

            My tarpon leader is about 7‟ long and consists of a 60-pound butt section, a 25-pound class tippet 

with 2 bimini twists and an 80-pound bite tippet, all of fluorocarbon. When fish are spooky in clear water 

you might want to down size your bite tippet to 60 or 70-pound fluorocarbon. Angle of the cast is very im-

portant. A head on shot is best, followed by a quartering shot and lastly a perpendicular cast across their 

nose. Don‟t cast too long since it may be hard to get the fly back in front of the fish before it swims past. 

            Snook season remains closed this month, so handle them gently and use tackle heavy enough to land 

them quickly. You‟ll find them in the surf where you can sight fish for them. Walk along the beach about 10 

feet from the edge of the water and look for snook in the trough very close to the beach. You‟ll need polar-

ized sunglasses to see them. Best visibility will be from about 8 AM through noon or so. 

            You‟ll also find snook in the ICW around lighted docks and bridge fenders at night. Fish a good 

moving tide and cast small white flies along shadow lines where light meets dark. I like an intermediate 

sink tip fly line for fishing both the surf and lighted docks. You‟ll also find snook in the passes this month 

although I don‟t recommend targeting them there since they are there to spawn. This will happen on peak 

tidal flows around the new and full moons. 

            Reds should be plentiful on shallow grass flats this month. Look for them along mangrove shore-

lines and the top of bars when the tide is high or in potholes and the edges of bars when the tide is low. This 

is a great time of the year to throw fly poppers to locate them especially under low light conditions. You 

may also be able to locate them by blind casting to potholes, edges of bars and along mangrove shorelines. 

Cover the water ahead of you by starting with short casts and lengthen your casts to cover more water. You 

may be able to sight fish them in very shallow water. It is easiest to see them on light colored bottom such 

as in potholes or on top of sand bars. 
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            Trout will also be active in shallow water this month. Best times of the day for large trout will be 

at dawn and dusk or other low light conditions such when it is overcast. I have done well in the past with 

large trout in skinny water on fly poppers at dawn. I also like to cast weighted flies on intermediate or in-

termediate sink tip fly lines ahead of my drift on deep grass flats to locate them. Another great technique 

is a popper/dropper combo consisting of a fly popper and a small weighted fly. Some of my favorite trout 

and redfish areas this time of the year are in north Sarasota Bay. 

            You might also find Spanish mackerel, blues or pompano on deep grass flats. Techniques will 

be the same for them as trout although you‟ll need to use wire or heavy fluorocarbon when toothy fish are 

present. Look for birds diving or bait being forced out of the water when blues and mackerel are around. 

You might not see anything at all on the surface and you‟ll need to locate them with a series of drifts. 

Some of my favorite deep grass flats in Sarasota Bay are on points, such as Stephens and Bishop Points or 

flats close to passes that get good tidal flow, such as the Middleground and Radio Tower flats. 

             You might find blues, Spanish and king mackerel, cobia, tripletail or little tunny in the coastal 

gulf while tarpon fishing so be ready with the appropriate tackle. You can catch cobia with your tarpon 

tackle but for tripletail and little tunny you can get by with 8 or 9-weight fly tackle. Cobia may take any 

flies that we use for tarpon. Little tunny may take a variety of flies, including Clousers and bendbacks. 

Tripletail may eat the same flies or shrimp patterns. It may pay off to have a rod rigged and ready for any 

of these species since there probably won‟t be time to get ready after you spot them. 

            I‟ll focus on tarpon this month. It‟s hard for me to do anything else when 100-pound or larger fish 

are prowling the coastal gulf. However if battling a giant “silver king” is more than you want to deal with, 

there will be plenty of other action available. Whatever you choose to do, remember to always limit 

your kill, don’t kill your limit!

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Fly Of The Month 

Double Hare Tarpon Mullet 

      This month is a continuation of last month‟s use of rabbit fur in a slightly different format to build 

effective tarpon flies.  As you might remember I introduced you to Tear Mender, a glue made to bind 

leather together.  Again, this stuff is great.  It‟s a liquid form of latex which dries in minutes, and can 

be used to repair leaky waders in the field.  It‟s cheap, and can be found at the local Ace Hardware 

stores. 

     I remember that one of the most effective large (F.W.) trout flies used out west is the Double 

Bunny, basically a deceiver.  With the increased popularity of the Enrico tarpon sized deceivers com-

monly used now, I was dreaming of a similar natural version of it.  Last year I came up with the Double 

Hare Mullet as a natural material substitute for the Enrico flies.  Good quality magnum rabbit strips are 

a must, but the fly is extremely simple to build, and is very effective on the local tarpon. 

Materials 

HOOK: Gamakatsu SC15-2H or Owner Flyliner in size 3/0 or 4/0 

THREAD: 3/0 Flymaster+ in white or gray 

BODY/TAIL: ¼” Magnum Rabbit Strips in a Gray Chinchilla 

EYES: 10mm Doll Eyes (Michaels Craft) white/black 

MISC: Tear Mender, Fletch-Tite , and Dave‟s Fleximent glues. A sharp bodkin or large pin 

1.Start with the hook in the vice point down.  Build a good thread base over the shank back to the 

bend of the hook. 

2. Poke a hole in the rabbit strip just longer than the length of the thread base you just built.  Thread 

the hook point through that hole and draw the rabbit strip up to the back of the thread base.  This 

strip will be the bottom or hook point side of the fly.  Make sure the thread is near the hook eye.  

Wet the underside of the thread base with the Tear Mender glue.  Pull the rabbit strip forward 

and tie it down to the hook.  Be sure not to pull it too far forward.  The rabbit strip should be 

level with the shank at the back of the hook at the bend.  Allow this to dry for a few minutes 

(maybe start another one). 

3. The top layer of rabbit is a bit trickier to lie in.  Tie in the top rabbit strip right on top of the hook 

up at the eye.  Whip finish and glue with Dave‟s Fleximent.  Fold the top strip out of the way.  

Now rewet the hook thread with Tear Mender, continuing to glue along the leather side of the 

bottom strip to the back. I use my bodkin to spread the glue along the leather.  Now carefully 

marry the top strip to the bottom, pressing the two strips together.  Pop it out of the vice and al-

low it to dry for a few minutes. 

4. Lastly, stick two 10mm doll eyes, centering them on the hook shank with Fletch Tite.

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RANDOM THOUGHTS FROM THE TYING BENCH

HAS THE MAGIC GONE OUT OF YOUR FLY TYING? Try something different and experiment 
with blended colors in your flies. Manually mix hairs from dyed bucktails in the wings of your salt-
water fliesðbendbacks for example--to give the impression of other colors, or to simply modify 
any solid color. You can tint or shade any color, or create texture within a solid color to create a 
vibrancy and the impression of life and movement in the wing 
 
Donôt overdress the fly. Space within the wing will allow water to move individual hairs and allow 
light to penetrate the wing. Depending on how the light hits individual hairs, they can each exhibit 
a different hue. Notice that although all the leaves on a tree may be the same color, individual 
leaves will have a different hue depending on the how they are lighted (directly, backlighted, 
shaded, or by reflected colors.) Also notice how much more mobile are the leaves of some trees 
(such as Aspen and Maples) than are those of dense conifers because there is space around the 
individual leaves that allows the wind to move them. You want to give the impression of life within 
a fly, and mixing colors is another way to create that illusion. Blending colors is easy. Here are 
the basics. 
 
THE MAGIC OF BLENDED COLORS--There are three Primary Colors--red, yellow, and blue-­
and all other colors come from different combinations of these three colors. When you add white 
to a color you Tint the color. When you add black to a color you Shade the color. Mixing any two 
primary colors produces Secondary Colors. Mixing red and yellow results in orange. Mixing yel-
low and blue results in green, while blue and red results in violet. Mixing a primary color with a 
secondary color results in a Tertiary Color. You can mix varying proportions of different colored 
bucktail hairs to give the impression of another color while still retaining the original colors. EX-
PERIMENT. Mix a sparse bunch of yellow hairs with an equal amount of blue hairs to give the 
impression of green-while still retaining the original colors. Alter the proportions to get different 
green hues. Add some white to tint the green, or a touch of black to get a darker shade of green. 
Or add a few yellow hairs to green bucktail to add texture to the green. Simple color magic. 
 
The eyes of both humans and fish contain rods and cones. The rods recognize black and white. 
The cones recognize colors. For some reason, the cones become agitated when viewing a mix-
ture of primary and secondary colors. For example, red and green do not go well together. Yet a 
few red hairs mixed into a green wing can produce vibrancy in a bucktail wing that cannot be ob-
tained otherwise. 
 
Blended colors merge and become other colors, giving the impression of vibrancy, movement, 
and the illusion of life in a fly. I think all three primary colors should be represented to some ex-
tent in every fly. Fly tying can be an art, which is different than technique. Be creative. Donôt allow 
your fly tying to become mechanical. There is no law requiring you to replicate flies 
 
BUT LET YOUR HEART NOT BE TROUBLED ð All-white flies work very well. White best re-
flects the colors of a baitfishôs surroundings, just like the scales on a baitfish. When held out of 
water in white light, baiffish do not look the same as they do underwater where their color is con-
stantly changing from reflected light

There are many reasons to fish from a kayak. 

 It‟s fun. 

 It‟s healthy. 

 And you can catch a lot of fish. 

 I always knew that kayaks were the perfect stealthy platform from which to fish, but I really didn‟t 

realize just how perfect until this past winter when my clients and I realized fantastic results. 

Over one two-day period in December, we totaled 60 pompano and who knows how many spotted 

seatrout, bluefish, Spanish mackerel, ladyfish and jack crevalle (mostly on fly).  Anglers aboard flats skiffs 

caught fish, but not nearly in the same numbers. Our performance had little to do with our prowess as an-

glers. But it had everything to do with the stealthiness of our crafts. 

 The fish simply didn‟t know we were there. 

 Just this past week I got another first-hand look at just how stealthy these plastic craft are. I was 

fishing a favorite spot about an hour before daylight. I like to cast flies for snook around some dock lights 

before the sun comes up. I‟d caught and released a couple of snook when I made an errant cast. I figured 

the snook action was over because I had to paddle to the dock to retrieve the fly. 

 Once done, I noticed the snook were still around the light and on the surface. I was only 10 feet 

away, but the fish were undisturbed. 

 “What the heck?” I thought. “I‟ll just see what happens when I make a cast.” 

 I flicked the fly toward the dock and used the rod to manipulate it through the water. Almost in-

stantly, a snook inhaled the fly. 

 Unbelievable. 

 That‟s when it really dawned on me that this stealthy business was no baloney. 

 On another occasion, a client caught and released three snook and 10 seatrout. Not a great day in 

my estimation. 

 However, when I learned that anglers aboard flats skiffs in the same area hadn‟t fared nearly as 

well, the performance suddenly shined. 

 When I launch the kayak, I know that I just can‟t pick up and head for another hot spot if the action 

is slow. I‟m forced to fish my area come feast or famine.  What has happened over the years is that I‟ve 

learned my spots quite intimately. I know where the fish will be at any given time. I know that sooner or 

later those same fish will turn on and start eating. 

 On a recent trip, I was casting around mullet schools on a shallow flat. When I saw a redfish tail 

pierce the water‟s surface not 15 feet away, I quickly put a fly in the area and hooked up immediately. The 

red was a good one. It measured 30 inches and weighed 9 pounds. 

 I realized that only because I was in a kayak could I have gotten so close to that fish and hooked it. 

 Stands to reason when you think about it. Kayaks are very low profile. They‟re virtually silent. And 

they provide the perfect platform to increase your productivity on the water. 

 SOUTHERN DRAWL KAYAK FISHING REPORT: Snook are hitting Gibby‟s Snook Fly just 

before daylight around lighted docks. We‟ve been getting snook from 22 to 27 inches. During daylight, 

we‟ve been catching and releasing spotted seatrout to 24 inches, gag grouper to 20 ½,  ladyfish, pompano 

and jack crevalle casting my Big Eye Baitfish Fly over deep grass along the east side of Sarasota Bay. 

 We‟ve been getting spotted seatrout to 24 inches, redfish to 30 and plenty of ladyfish on poppers 

and Big Eye Baitfish in the Buttonwood Harbor area of Sarasota Bay.
