Fall Fly Fishing 

 

     I love the coming of fall time fishing.  Cooler temps just make it so much more pleasant to spend some time on the water.  A 

change in weather calls for a change in fishing tactics. 

     For those of you who havenôt been on the water lately, the seasonal change marks a change in the fishesô forage.  There is a 

mass of small bait and shrimp which the fish are eating.  This should radically change the flies which you are throwing.  The 

water is now clearing; the water is far less turbid due to less rain and a reduction in the amount of single cell algae. 

     How does this affect my fishing? 

DOWNSIZE.  Smaller flies work.  An example might be night snook fishing with a lightly weighted glass minnow pattern 

on a size #6 or #8 hook.   Clouser minnows tied on a #4 hook with an XSmall lead eye (or bead chain) are more the 

norm than the #1 or #2 hooks with Small lead eyes. 

SPEED:  Slow down your retrieves.  Fish are cold blooded.  When they are cold, they arenôt going to chase down your fly. 

LEADERS:  Fluorocarbon shock tippets can be lighter.  I use #16 or #20 shock tippet with #10 class tippet.  Yes, you have 

to retie after each fishé  The leader length needs to be longer too.  I use the 4-3-2-1 (12ô) formula for softer presenta-

tions.  Put away the 8WT for windy days and use your 6WT. 

TIDES:  Take advantage of the lower tides.  Captain Pete and I have been into the backcountry in Boca Grande when the 

tides were so low you couldnôt float your hat.  Fishing consisted of fishing from pot hole to pot hole (think fish in a 

barrel). 

FLIES:  Shrimp patterns.  Glass Minnows.  Bendbacks.  Crabs.  Clouser Minnows.  Think smaller and lighter.  On another 

note, the water is clearer; the fish can see your fly much better.  Change the colors you have been throwing to a more 

natural representation.   Skip the chartreuse and think about tans, browns, olives, and white, rather than the hot colors. 
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Capt. Rick Grassettôs Fly Fishing Forecast for November 2009 

  
            There will be a lot of action this month on shallow and deep grass flats and in the coastal gulf.  Snook will make their 

way towards backcountry areas, staging along sandbars as they go. Reds and trout will spend more time feeding on shallow flats 

as water temperatures cool. In the coastal gulf, Spanish and king mackerel, little tunny and cobia will follow bait schools south 

as the gulf water also cools. This may also be your last chance at a tarpon until next season. 

            Youôll find snook around docks and bridge fenders and staging along sand bars this month. As the water cools with each 

front, snook will move and gather in spots before moving again. I do very well during November fishing sand bars and potholes 

of shallow flats in north Sarasota Bay. I like to use poppers or Gurglers early in the day and Clousers, Deceivers or Enrico Pug-

lisi flies later in the day. Night snook fishing also heats up this month. Snook will feed heavily on glass minnows and shrimp in 

the ICW from Sarasota to Venice. Small white flies, like my Grassettôs Snook Minnow, will work well. Choose peak tidal flows 

for the best action. 

            Reds and trout will spend more time feeding on shallow flats due to cooler water. Fly anglers can also throw poppers 

early in the day and switch to sinking flies, such as Clousers or Grassettôs Flats Minnow later in the day. I like to cover water 

with my Grassettôs Flats Minnow to find fish. The Terra Ceia Bay area, north Sarasota Bay and Gasparilla Sound are among my 

favorite fall trout and redfish areas. 

            You might also find pompano, bluefish and Spanish mackerel on deep grass flats along with trout. Sometimes there 

will be birds on bluefish or mackerel, but you might have to make a series of drifts, casting ahead of your drift, to locate them. I 

prefer to use Ultra Hair Clouser flies fished on intermediate or intermediate sinking fly lines to locate fish. Casting fly poppers is 

another good way to locate blues and mackerel. Pompano may ñskipò on the surface giving their presence away. When this hap-

pens, circle up wind of the area and drift back through, casting ahead of your drift. You may also find pompano in passes where 

you can catch them by casting Clouser flies on fast sinking fly lines. Sarasotaôs Big Pass, New Pass and deep grass flats close to 

these passes are great areas to fish. 

            Tarpon may rally for one last feeding frenzy before migrating away for the winter. Look for them mixed with Spanish 

mackerel, blues and little tunny as they feed on glass minnow schools in the coastal gulf. Last fall the coastal gulf off Siesta Key 

was ñhotò with action. Tarpon and king mackerel skyrocketed through bait schools and the longer fish were on the surface, the 

more species joined the fray. You should also find juvenile tarpon in Peace River canals in Port Charlotte and Punta Gorda 

early in the month. These are resident fish that will head further up river as the water cools. Look for rolling fish and strip Tar-

pon Bunnies or Enrico Puglisi flies slowly near the bottom with fast sinking fly lines. 

            The coastal gulf should be hot during November. Look for Spanish and king mackerel, bluefish and little tunny this 

month. I like to fish ñbreakingò fish whenever possible. Look for surface activity such as diving terns or baitfish and predators 

launching themselves out of the water. You will need to add a trace of wire to keep the toothy critters from biting through your 

leader. Donôt run through schools of breaking fish, but instead get ahead of them and work around the edges of the school to 

avoid putting them down. Ultra Hair Clouser flies or Grassettôs Snook Minnow tied on a # 1 or 1/0 Owner AKI hook will work 

well when fish are feeding on glass minnows. If you donôt find them on the surface, consider fishing one of the many artificial 

reefs in the coastal gulf off Sarasota. I like to drift over the structure and cast a fly on a fast sinking fly line to catch them in 

deeper water.    

            You might also find cobia over structure so be prepared for bigger fish when doing this (9 or 10-weights). Cobia and 

tripletail may also be found on the surface swimming around crab trap floats, buoys or floating debris. I like to cast large pop-

pers or flies with big profiles to cobia (many tarpon flies work great). Tripletail are suckers for a well placed shrimp fly pattern 

or slow sinking flies fished on a floating or intermediate sink tip fly lines. Target areas of natural hard bottom in the coastal gulf, 

such as Whitney Rocks off Longboat Key, Point of Rocks off Siesta Key and Grassy Point off Casey Key to find tripletail and 

cobia. Stone crab traps will be plentiful in the coastal gulf in November and will be great places to find cobia and tripletail.  

            This is one of my favorite months of the year. There are plenty of options in both shallow water and the coastal gulf. I 

like to take advantage of the fast action that can be found in the coastal gulf during November when conditions allow it. What-

ever you choose to do, remember to always limit your kill, donôt kill your limit!

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Fly Of The Month 

The Greenan Redfish Fly 

The fly was designed to sink fast and ride hook up so as to not get stuck in the grass. The color is rep-

resentative of the crabs and shrimp in our local waters. I fish it with short strips allowing it to return to 

the bottom after each stroke. It is especially good in deep pot holes in the grass flats. 

Materials:  

Hook - #2 long shank ( bent slightly back) 

Thread - flymaster - red 

Body - medium olive chenille 

Wing - dark live bucktail flash - red or pearl 

crystal flash 

Eyes - ex-small non-lead black 

Cheeks - pheasant body feather head - olive chenille 

Procedure: 
Bend hook back slightly, de-barb and sharpen 

Tie eyes on flat top of hook. 

Wind chenille from back to hook bend (you may wrap lead for weight) 

Tie in wing to cover hook 

Add flash 

Add cheeks to cover hook 

Wind chenille through eyes and cover head 

Whip finish

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ALASKA on the FLY

              Frontier Airlines flight 88 from Denver touched down at Anchorage International at 9:45 PM. on September 8, 

2009. I had planned to sleep on the five hour and 20 minute traverse but alas was too excited for it was the beginning of 

a one-week fly fishing adventure to the interior of AK. 

              After what seemed like an interminable wait (because it was) for my checked bag, it arrived, as did my stepson 

for a brief drive to his home in Anchorage. After visiting with the grandkids and daughter-in-law, I crashed for some 

much needed sleep. Excitedly I awoke early and began to prepare for the day. First task, call (and probably awaken; al-

though they wonôt admit it) my fishing buddies for the week: Will Hallett (MCFF member), and Dr. George Vraney, MD 

(Willôs brother-in-law). They had arrived the previous day on a flight from Houston and spent the night in a hotel near 

the airport. 

              Will, as most readers know is an avid fly fisherman. George on the other hand does not fish at all but loves to 

sightsee, and cook, and as it turns out is an excellent chauffeur. Nothing like having your own doctor and cook when you 

go to the AK woods. Let me tell you we ate well. No weight loss danger on this trip. 

              In addition to being an excellent host in his home, Scott (my stepson) has a cabin in the woods outside of Tal-

keetna, AK. Talkeetna being located approximately half way between Anchorage and Fairbanks and just off of the Parks 

highway. The cabin was ours for the week. Scott also has a ñbeaterò pickup truck that was also ours to use and served as 

an excellent mode of transportation over the washboard gravel roads that provide access to most of Alaskaôs interior in-

cluding the 40 minute round trip trek to and from the cabin. Thanks Scott, we owe you man! 

              So after a stop at the Fred Myer Supermarket in Anchorage we set off for the cabin in the pickup. After passing 

through Wasilla (we tried to call Sarah but she wasnôt home) and approximately 2 İ hours later we arrived in Talkeetna 

and subsequently at the cabin. If you go to Talkeetna donôt expect much after Labor Day. In fact donôt expect a whole lot 

before Labor Day. You will be introduced to the local color. It is simply a different way of living. Good folks, just differ-

ent. 

              In a word the cabin was rustic. George and Will might add additional adjectives but Iôll let it go at rustic. There 

is no electricity. Running water was provided by one of us picking up a bucket, running down the hill to a spring, filling 

up and running back up to the cabin. The outhouse can only be described via the attached picture. However there was 

propane so we had a cook stove, refrigerator, and propane lights. All and all it was not bad for a free place with free 

wheels in the Alaska woods. Before moving on to the fishing, there is one feature of the cabin that I must mention. The 

sleeping area is located in the loft. On the north side of the loft is a window about as large as can fit in the space avail-

able and the view from the window is spectacular: a picture post card view of Denali [native for The Great One], aka Mt. 

McKinley. Attached is digital shot of Denali from the window. JUST SPECTACILAR!!!!!  Incidentally the outhouse 

faces north too so if you leave the door open guess what you see. Needless to say the outhouse door was never closed. 

Besides closing the door wouldnôt accomplish any purpose as there is no doorstop. But the good thing is it comes 

quipped with pepper spray just in case of a bear visit.  

              Now for what you have been waiting for, the fishing report. I begin this segment with an apology for lack of 

fish pictures. It seems that every time I wanted to take a picture of a fish, I either didnôt know where the camera was or it 

was back at the cabin. I must admit that carrying a camera while wading streams and rivers is not my priority and in fact 

I find it a ñpain,ò so if you need corroboration of the following ask Will H. 

              Overall I would classify the fishing as extraordinary but the catching as moderate to good. The bite was not fast 

but steady. We managed to boat or land 20-25 Salmon, Chum (Dog) and Silver (Coho). All of these fish fell in the 6 ï 10 

pound range and were great fighters. So much so that we lost almost as many fish as we landed. Primarily they took ñegg

-sucking leechesò or bead eggs. As you can well imagine the battle was fierce as these are native, wild fish that have but 

one thing on their mind ï LOVE. The Cohos were lined up waiting to go up river and spawn. We fished for these with a 

guide for two days. For those who donôt know Alaska rivers, there are two types: glacial rivers and spring creeks. (cont) 
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The glacial rivers are very murky, containing much silt coming off with the melting ice. The spring creeks on the 

other hand are crystal clear. Where they meet there is a distinct line marking the competing currents. We had our best 

luck on Salmon in locations where the two types of water meet, particularly at the confluence of the Talkeetna River 

(Glacial) and Clear Creek (Spring). We also managed a few Greyling along with a couple of Dolly Vardon. 

              The other fish that we spent several days pursuing were Rainbow Trout. A few feisty specimens were hooked 

in Clear Creek while fishing for Salmon but alas none were brought to boat.  However, wade fishing in Montana 

Creek was a different story. Let me first describe an Alaska Rainbow. They are native (no stocking in AK), vibrantly 

colored like the brightest rainbow you have ever seen, big, and with a major (nasty) attitude. I liken them to a Lady-

fish on steroids: tail walking up and down the river and when you least expect it taking off on run that would make a 

Bonefish proud. An absolutely wonderful sporting fish! 

              I managed to land two trophy-sized critters. These 28 and 30 inches in the 7 to 8 pound range. They were 

ñmajor feistyò and ñmajor fatò. I lost two others that of course were larger than the ones I landed (probably a stretch 

but I like to believe it). Will was not quite so lucky in the landing department as he had two of the monster critters on 

but unfortunately lost both. We also managed about 15 smaller versions. These were generally in the 16 ï 22 inch 

range. While still very nice fish they paled in comparison to the ñbig boysò. The smaller fish generally fell for bead 

eggs while the larger went for brown/tan bunny streamers.  

              Before closing let me answer the two most frequently asked questions; did you see any bears? The answer is 

YES, we did see one. It was a Brown (Grizzly) Bear at a considerable distance. However, I would like to point out 

that this in no way should be construed as the number that saw us or at least were aware of our presence. We did see 

evidence of them on the trails and near the streams. However, none were aggressive. We did carry a 50-caliber re-

volver (that I refer to as a hand-held cannon) and pepper stray, just in case. Fortunately these were unnecessary. We 

did see a Bull Moose and cow crossing Montana Creek about 200 yards from us. They had one thing on their minds 

and quickly disappeared into the brush to find some privacy. 

              The second question is always, was it cold? The answer is NO! 

Mornings were chilly (upper 30s to low 40s) but by afternoon temps had risen 

to the upper 60s and even the low 70s. All the days were clear and sunny. 

Excellent fishing conditions! Another positive feature of September fishing 

is that the bugs are all but gone. No Black Flies and very few Mosquitos.  

              This was my second trip to AK for fishing. Two years ago I fished the 

southern end of Kodiak Island for Steelhead. It is hard to determine which 

trip was the best but I assure you these will not be my last in that great and 

wild State. If you are interested in going next year let me know and weôll 

talk.

OUTINGS REPORT: Joe Knows Best!!!!!   

      On the morning of 10/17, between the hours of 5:30 AM and 7:00 AM I checked my e-mail repeatedly expecting a 

message from Joe Bursel, Outings Coordinator, canceling the event scheduled for that day. After all a cold front had just 

passed by and the forecast was for north winds 12 ï 16 with gusts to 23. When I walked outside, the winds were living 

up to the forecast. It was overcast and showed signs of a possible shower. But just like the evening before, no cancella-

tion notice was forthcoming. So at 7:00 AM I left for the half hour drive to the Whitfield flats knowing that absolutely 

no one would ñshow.ò 

      Was I on another planet! As I approached the parking area at the end of Whitfield Ave. there were four stalwarts (or 

as I was thinking ócraziesô) in various stages of readiness preparing to wade onto the flat. Stephanie had already launched 

her kayak and was paddling out to the outermost sand bar. The sky was overcast, the wind belting out a tune through the 

rod guides and Capt. Mel had told us that anyone able to catch a fish under these conditions was immensely skilled. Alas 

there was nothing to do but don my wading boots and trudge off to the water. I had no confidence that anyone might 

catch anything. 

      Was I wrong. Jim Urbancic hooked up on his second or third cast. I looked upon his feat as an act of great skill. But 

then I got one too. I knew that to be purely luck but would rather be lucky than smart (or in this case skilled). Then I 

looked up and there was Stephanie with a loaded pole. And on it went steadily throughout the morning. 

      Jim Urbancic took top honors with 12 Trout (to 17ò) and several Ladyfish. Stephanie had an excellent morning boat-

ing five Trout (to 18ò) and one Lady.
