We learned to manage feathers and splay them effec-
tively to form tails that will flutter in the water; to spin deer hair and formit into head shapes that will push water to
attract curious fish; work with foam to form gurglers and to put eyes and bucktail together resulting in the all-
important Clouser Minnow.

Snook will be plentiful in the surf and around lighted docks and bridges close to passes this month. Tarpon may also
be found around bridges or on deep grass flats in bays. Reds will be schooling on shallow flats and the best time to catch a
trout will be early in the day.
Snookseason will reopen on Sept. 1% after a four month closure. Many snook will be found in the surf or in areas
close to passes. Sight fishing them in the surf is one of the most exciting ways to catch them. Fly anglers will do well with

Materials List:

Hook: Mustad 34007 #1/0 or #2/0

Thread: Light Olive Flymaster + 3/0

Body: Medium Gold Holographic Tinsel (or Flashabou), #20-#30 Berkley Big Game Monofilament (clear)

Wing: White, (grass) Green, and Brown or Olive-Brown Bucktail, Gold Krystal Flash and Gold Holographic Flashabou

Eyes: Painted Yellow and Black

Gl ue: Daveds Fleximent & Sally Hansendés Mega Shine (top coat).

1. With the hook point down. Tie in a |layer of
bend of the hook. Return the thread to your bend in the hook near the eye. Thread down a piece of
mono approximately four feet long right along the top of the hook shank. Again tye it down about 1/3
the way down the hook point.

2. Next, tie in the medium gold holographic tinsel at the back

3..  Wrap the tinsel around the hook shank in a barber pole style, allowing the thread color to show
through.

Night Snook Fishing with New Recruit- August 15/16 By Greg Huffman

One of the great things about fishing is passing along the love of the sport to the next generation. | had the chance this
past weekend to give my Miami-based nephew, Brent Huffman, a taste of night snook fly fishing, and it was a suc-
cessful start to what | hope will be a long life of some of the best fun this sport has to offer.

We fished the canals of Siesta Key and the areas around Stickney Point bridge near my house over two nights and we
saw a lot of fish and had a number of firsts for Brent.

I bought a fly rod combo for him as a graduation present at the Club's last banquet and fund raiser and then got the
chance to show him how to cast...well actually most of the help came from a Lefty Kreh instructional video, but none-
theless he was excited about chasing these fish on fly after hearing his uncle tell a few stories about this unique way
to catch snook.

The tide was a bit weak the first night, but we saw a lot of fish and with some casting help from me we both got a few
to the boat for the pictures shown as evidence of our fun that first night.

On the 2nd night the tide started slow and | was concerned the fun was over but it really started moving after a 30-
minute lull, and the action got white hot for about an hour, before we had to head to the house for the evening.

Brent was obviously paying attention to the video because his casts on day two were vastly improved. Then on one
cast a bit too close to the bridge fenders, we both saw the fly disappear and the line come tight. For a split second we
thought he had hooked the piling. But suddenly a nice sized snook exploded next to the bridge fender and the fight
was on. After a couple of nice jumps, the snook went deep and made two or three rushes for the fenders to cut Brent
off, but once again he was listening (this time to his very excited uncle) and he carefully managed to pull the snook
back toward deeper water.

The next moves by the rather large fish had Brent racing to the back of the boat and up on the poling platform to clear
the line around engine and trolling motor and the fish headed for the middle of the channel. Once again the fish surged
deep and it was the right move for the fish because at that instant the line snapped and he was free to fight again. We
checked the bit tippet and it was apparent that Brent's not very smart uncle had used too light of a bite tippet and the
fish just wore through the leader after a very worthy fight.

So, Brent got his first fly rod, his first fly casting lesson, his first snook on fly and his first story of losing the big fish
on tackle that was too light for the job.

A lot more than fish were hooked over these two nights. I think Brent will be coming back to Sarasota soon for a few
more night snook fishing trips. And | can't wait.

Tips on Casting by Pete Greenan

Here are three important factors to help your casting.

First, maintain a straight line path of the rod tip. Itis easy to do if you watch the tip of your rod while
practicing. The straighter the path the tighter the loop.

Second, try to maintain a constant rate of acceleration throughout the cast. This means that the rod con-
tinuously increases speed from stop to stop. That way the rod is moving fastest just before the stop.

Third, match the rod arc with the rod bend. Rod arc is the angle of the rod between the front stop and
the backcast stop. The arc widens as you bend the rod more. When you increase distance you cause
the rod to flex deeper into the rod. The deeper the flex the wider the arc. This will help maintain the
straight line path of the cast.

I hope this helps your casting. Just come a bit early to our meetings and you can test your ability with
our casting instructors. Feel free to ask any question or seek one-on-one help.
